For use with the introductory materials in Chapter 4 at page 432-33 (page 83 of the Teacher’s Manual):

The chart below, taken from the article, Doug Kysar and Jim Salzman, Making Sense of Information for Environmental Protection, Tex. L. Rev. (forthcoming 2008), sets out the different information flows within environmental law.  If you are covering more than NEPA, it may be useful to sketch out this diagram on the board to give students a sense of the overall information dynamic.
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
